Past Perfect Tense
· Proslo glagolsko vrijeme. Gradi se:


 potvrdan oblik:

 Subjekat + had + prošli particip
They had arrived. (pravilan glagol - prošli particip se dobija dodavanje nastavka -d na glagol arrive)
They had left. (nepravilan glagol - prošli particip se nalazi u trećnoj koloni nepravilnih glagola: leave, left, left)

upitan oblik:

 Had + Subjekat + prošli particip
Had they arrived?
Had they left?

odričan oblik:
 Subjekat + had + not + prošli particip

They had not arrived. 
They had not left.

Kada se upotrebljava  Past Perfect?
- za prošlu radnju koja se dogodila PRIJE neke druge prošle radnje
When I got home, I realized that someone had broken into my house and had stolen the TV.

The Past Perfect Tense se često koristi u kombinaciji sa prošlim svršenim vremenom (The Past Simple Tense) uz sljedeće veznike: before, when, after, once, as soon as, until, as if ...

Sa Past Perfect Tense-om kombinujemo Past Simple. Past Perfect se uvijek dešava BEFORE Past Simple, ili drugim rečima, Past Simple se uvek dešava AFTER Past Perfect. 

I had left the party before John arrived.
John arrived after I had left the party.

Kada se neka radnja dogodila pre nekog određenog trenutka u prošlosti, to izgleda ovako:

Jordan had visited me before last Christmas. 
My parents had bought this house before my 5th birthday.
