REPORTED SPEECH

Doslovno ponavljanje tuđih riječi naziva se upravnim govorom, dok tuđe riječi izrečene našim riječima zovemo neupravnim govorom.
Za ovakav govor nam je potrebno slaganje vremena. Dolazi do promjena u glagolskim vremenima. Npr. 
Direct speech: Peter said “I am singing”
Indirect speech: Peter said that he was singing. 
U ovom primjeru vidimo da je doslo do promjene u glagolskom vremen, Present Continuous se mjenja u Past Continuous. 
Primjeri za ostala glagolska vremena:
Present Simple - Past Simple

She said, “I drink coffee every morning.”
She said that she drank coffee every morning.

Present Continuous - Past Continuous

Tom said “I am going to study.”
Tom said that he was going to study.
Present Perfect - Past Perfect

She told me “I have been to London.”
She told me that she had been to London.

Present Perfect Continuous - Past Perfect Continuous

She said, “I have been studying for hours.”
She said that she had been studying for hours.

Past Simple - Past Perfect

Sally said “Nina sang a song.”
Sally said that Nina had sung a song.

Past Continuous - Past Perfect Continuous

Tom said, “I was sleeping when you came home.”
Tom said that he had been sleeping when you came home.

Past Perfect - Past Perfect

He said, “I had just gone to bed when the phone rang.”
He said that he had just gone to bed when the phone rang.

Will- would

Peter “ I will work in the garden”.
Peter said that he would work in the garden. 

Can-could

Peter “ I can work in the garden.”
Peter said that he could work in the garden.

Must- had to, must

Peter” I must work in the garden.”
Peter said that he had to-must work in the garden.
