CAUSATIVE HAVE

Ovo je konstrukcija koja može da se javi u svim vremenima i označava da neko drugi za nekoga radi neku radnju, bilo da je za nju plaćen ili ne.
 

HAVE + OBJECT + PAST PARTICIPLE
 
Primjeri:

Present Simple:
He has his hair cut once a month.

Present Continuous:
He is having his hair cut now.

Past Simple:
I had my car fixed yesterday.

Past Continuous:
They were having their house redecorated when I visited them last week.

Present Perfect:
Jim has had his tooth taken out.

Going to:
I am going to have my gate painted next  week.

Modal verb:
You must have your hair cut.

Kako se grade upitne i odrične rečenice zavisi od toga koje je vreme upotrebljeno u rečenici.
Alison has had her nails done. (has had - Present Perfect)
Has Alison had her nails done?
Alison hasn't had her nails done.

Jason had his car repaired. (had - Past Simple)
Did Jason have his car repaired?
Jason didn't have his car repaired.
